Procedure for Student Access into Transition Year in St. Dominic’s College
· Transition Year Co-ordinator meeting with all Third Year classes in January to explain the aims, objectives and ethos of Transition Year in St. Dominic’s College.
· Meeting of all Third Year parents (and students) takes place in the evening in January to explain the aims, objectives and ethos of Transition Year in St. Dominic’s College.  
· Application Forms made available to all Third Year students.  They must be returned by the date specified.
· Applications reviewed by teaching Staff 

· An Interview takes place with all the students who have applied for Transition Year.  The students present their journal during this interview.  Here, their pattern of recording homework, incomplete homework, behaviour, conduct sheets submitted, attendance, punctuality and attitude are evident. 
· The final review of offers is made by the Principal and all the factors above are considered when deciding whether a student would benefit from Transition Year.

· A letter is sent to the parents/guardians to inform them whether their daughter has been offered a place.  They must confirm acceptance of the place by returning the slip provided.
